Even before the film Lawrence of Arabia rcached Jordan, people
have been talking about it and anticipating the result of the Photos
shot in the still aimosphere of a small portin their country - Aqaba.

A young Birtish Licutenant attracted by the desert, comes to the
East and helps the Arabs revolt against their sovereigns, the Turks.

‘What were his motives? was he really only a  British agent
acting for the benefit  of his couniry or was he really interested in
the fate of those Bedouin tribes separated from each other by hate.
