Abstract

The nature of the historical relationship between the Palestinians and the Jews in Palestinians was complicated. The historic Jewish presence in Palestine was concentrated in the Hebron , Jerusalem and the north areas of Safad and Tiberius. The Palestinian - Jewish relationship prior to the establishment of the Jewish state can be classified into three main periods: the first was the period prior to 1882, the second period was post 1882 and before 1946 and the third period was between 1946- and 1984. The first period was marked by a high frequency of social and economic interactions with even some rare cases of intermarriages (mainly between Arab men and Jewish women ).in other words friendly, stable and convenient for both people. The very beginning of the second period so immediate change to the relationship. This initial during 1880's marked the beginning of the Jewish immigration into Palestine. the new immigrants , mainly from Russia introduced the newly formed Zionist ideals, goals and objectives concerning establishment of a homeland for the Jews in Palestine. These Zionist ideals brought by the new immigrants threatened and altered the existing peaceful relationship between the Palestinian and Jews. This relationship became unstable and unfriendly. From 1880's up to 1936 there was increasing animosity and hostility between the Palestinians and the Jews including boycotting of Palestinians products and labor. The large number of Jewish immigrants, the large areas of land purchased legally and illegally ( falsified land purchasing papers) and the predisposition of the British mandate toward the Jews brought the Palestinian - Jewish relationship to a breakpoint in 1936. at this point the Palestinian revolution had started and lasted 3 years.


the third period although a short one, witnessed a large and dynamic change to the relationship between Palestinians and Jews. Many Jewish terrorist attacks on Palestinians initially, these attacks popular markets in major cities as was the cases in safad and Jerusalem. The attacks then shifted to the villages especially the ones that had peace  pacts with the Jews and isolated villages that constituted  no threat. coinciding with these activities, there was a campaign of word of mouth messages transferred from the Jews to the Palestinians who were "friends" still at that time threatening of an all out war and no one would be spared, therefore, insinuating to the Palestinians to leave before the war happens. after the united nations partition resolution 181, the end of the third period was marked by many massacres committed by Jewish terrorist organization against Palestinian villages. These massacres were namely committed at lod, Tantora Abu shusha, sa'sa,Dawaymeh and Dier yasin.

an intriguing fact about the massacres is that there was no signs of marked hostilities between the inhabitants of the villages and jews. in fact, as in the case of dier yasin the village inhabitants had good relationship with the neighboring Jewish population. Many villages still worked for Jewish employers, and sold produce at the Jewish markets. it seems that these massacres were planned and executed not for security or self defense reasons, instead a systematic methodology of vacating and transferring the Palestinian population. The massacre of daier yasin was striking brutal. for example there was many cases of rabe, body parts dismemberment and burning of the corpses intending to hide the massacres from the un inspectors. it is clear that the Zionist intentions and objectives followed the micavillian principle of the end justifies the means with the end being vacating all Palestine from its Arab inhabitants. an end that is still an objective of the Israeli state till now however unachievable.
