Abstract
Since the emergence of the Zionist  movement, it depended on  propaganda directed towards  the world, including Palestinians and Jews themselves, for the  sake of establishing a Zionist-Jewish state. It has been employing various methods of propaganda to convince Jewish groups and individuals to return to the ‘fathers land’ on the expense of the very existence of the Palestinians who consider themselves as the natives of the same ‘promised land.’ The Zionist propaganda turned  to the western world to get its support to establish its Zionist state exclusively for the Jews on the land of historic Palestine. The Zionist propaganda has been based on  a number of meta-historical and religious myths in order  to legitimate the creation of  a Jewish  state for the Jewish community that has been reconstructed in a national sense. 
The most crucial and sole question this research attempts to answer is: what is the impact of different means and mechanisms of the psychological warfare carried out by the state of Israel against the Palestinian people during AI–Aqsa Intifada of the year 2000? This research  examines the theoretical framework of psychological warfare, in addition to its methods, concepts, and means. For further problematization, it explores the nature of psychological warfare waged by the colonizer with an explicit image of the colonized within the Israeli colonial condition. 

This research asserts that the Israeli psychological warfare against the Palestinian people has achieved some of its aims for it has been structured through different mechanisms: (1) a series of violent actions directed towards individuals to negatively modify their behavior towards their national community through factors of  frustration, fear, anxiety, and insecurity that affects the whole society.  And (2) a set of  mechanisms targeting the entire Palestinian community such as: blockades, closures, military invasions, political assassination, imprisonment, and other modes of collective punishment. 

A voluminous literature in the field that has been written by Arabs, Israelis, and others, has been examined in this study. However, it attempts to fill the lacuna in this literature that has never bridged the gap between the analytical frameworks of psychological warfare carried out between independent countries at war, in general, and the social and political contexts of certain colonial condition like that between Israel and the Palestinians
