Abstract 

This study discusses the dismantling of the Palestinian National Authority based on the argument that the existence of this authority represents an obstacle in the ending of the Israeli occupation over the Palestinian land.
After fourteen years of the Oslo agreement Israel is still in control of all aspects of the Palestinians life but claiming that there is an independent entity for Palestinians, thus taking advantage of this claim to indirectly occupy the Palestinian land without having to pay for it.
 The study reveals the impact of the existence of this authority on the future of the Palestinian problem. It also proves that it is fairly impossible to establish in independent Palestinian state on the 1967 borders especially with the one sided measures Israel is implementing, such as the building of the Apartheid wall, the amalgamation of Jerusalem and their rejection of the refugees right to return to their homeland Adding to this the American letter of guarantees to Israel denied the commitment to the 1967 borders and supported Israel in the amalgamation of the big  settlements in the occupied territories to Israel.

The hypothesis of the study is based on the claim that dismantling the authority forces Israel to take its legal and administrational responsibilities as a country that is occupying another country.
 This will force Israel to look for a solution to the Palestinian conflict especially when it realizes the high cost it has to pay for this occupation this study aims at defining the legal obligations that Israel has to take when the PNA disappears the study also aims at exploring the positive and negative effect of the existence of the PNA.

This study consists of the introduction and five more chapters with six appendixes.
 The introduction presents the hypothesis; study’s question the theoretical background, the study objectives and references.
 Chapter one deals with legitimacy of the Israeli occupation.
 Chapter two discusses the Israeli occupation and the fourth Geneva Convention.
 Chapter three reveals the commitments of occupation forces based on the rules of force occupation. 
Chapter four discusses the PNAS commitment.
Chapter five tackles the dismantling pf the PNA and future solution.
The last chapter presents the end and the conclusion. 
The study suggests four solutions for the post PNA period: the independent Palestinian state, the multi national state, the Jordanian choice and the one sided Israeli emancipation of the west bank. The study examines each one of these choices carefully in order to find the most feasible.

Conclusion:

The study concludes that the PNA is a burden rather than to support to the Palestinian cause. It is also a source of dispute among the different Palestinian fractions which are fighting over an illusion of an authority.
 The PNA in realty is only a social welfare institute. It has never developed into a state and it failed to achieve the goal from making peace with Israel which in national liberation. The dismantling of the PNA will definitely shorten the life of occupation and would lead to better solutions. 
The study also concludes that the Jordanian choice is the closest to reality since both other solutions (multi national state and independent state) are not very feasible in the current situation.
