Abstract:

The aim of the study is to understand and explain the dialectic of Qatar policy in two sides: Direct diplomacy by Qatar Prime Minister the prince Hamad Bin Jasem, and the indirect diplomacy by al-Jazeera Channel.

The core question of the study is about the role of Aljazeera in shaping Qatar international relations? This question opens many sub-questions about how we can understand the institutional discourse of Qatar as a structural discourse within two apparently opposed diplomacies.

In other words, how we understand the prince's declaration that he likes to play with fire with his neighbors through his strong relations with the United States and normalization with Israel, on one hand,  and  the al-Jazeera discourse as anti American, Israeli, and those categorized by Aljazeera as Washington allies, in addition to its promotion for Muslim brothers and al-Qa'eda leaders, on other hand?

To methodologically approach the previous questions, examples of Aljazeera coverage and the direct diplomacy of Qatar were discussed depending on the discourse analysis methodology and the structural methodology.

The study contains five chapters, as the following:

The first chapter is devoted to talk about the theoretical dimensions for the effect and the impact of television on the audience, and its displaying techniques; in other words; how has knowledge been produced in television? The chapter continues discussing the symptoms and methods of meanings production, passing by the authority and domination practiced by the television discourse on audience, on shadow of shaping and molding of the acts, to understand how television constitutes the public opinion making use of the discourse techniques in conveying its ideological messages. 

The second chapter investigates the relations between Qatar and al-Jazeera, through revising the Qatari policy after the White coup of prince Hamad Bin Khalifa on his father in 1995. Add to that, the chapter searches in the effects of the Qatari new policy on al-Jazeera, through the later covering for the events in the neighboring countries, in particular, and the region in general.

The third chapter analysis the al-Jazeera 3-month coverage for the Palestinian issue as a case study. The results show a structural relation between the Qatari mediations in the Palestinian conflict and al-Jazeera coverage on one hand, and the seeking of al-Jazeera to emerge Muslim Brothers and Hamas over other Islamic or national groups on the other hand.     

The forth chapter finishes what preceded, and transformed to tackle the al-Jazeera coverage for the Lebanese cause after the Qatari- Saudi reconciliation. The chapter focuses on the contradiction between the Qatari mediation, in the crisis of the presidential elections in Lebanon, and al-Jazeera coverage for that crisis. And then, it garners these contradictions after deep studying for every offered paradigm relying on methodological of discourse analysis.

At the fifth chapter, conclusions come after offering various examples for al-Jazeera coverage for the Qatari affairs. These conclusions show that the al-Jazeera serves the Qatari policy by employing discourse techniques, which veiling the Qatari policy in some cases and emerging and magnifying it in other cases.
