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Abstract:


This study aims to understanding the planning policy in Jerusalem municipality according to urban spaces in the city, through understanding the effects of these policies on the urban, social and economical changing on the citizen of the old city and the suburbs. These polices enforced very strict restriction on the ability of access to the old city for people in the suburbs, either through limitation of parking or the unfair high traffics fines or weakening of public transportation, and in the other hand create a climate suitable for the suburbs citizen to separate from there historical center " the old city" by means of encourages creation of new sub centers or development of specific strategic streets and its meager role in attracting people specially at night in a city where the authority did not interest in providing any parks or centers to the Arab citizen.


This research examine the theories which relate the behavior changing for the humans living in a colony with the urban changing in this colony such like "space syntax" theory and "structural city analyses" theory and many others theories such like strategic position and economic natural movement…

And also I presents in this research the theories which study and determined the rational attitude in human behavior such as market rationality, social rationality… and by comparing these theories with the urban changes the goals of Jerusalem municipality planners appears very obvious, and this attitude was supported with personal interviews with local inhabitant from the old city of Jerusalem and its suburb, and by exploring the public opinion by analyzing the interview which published in the media, and by comparing the tow parts of the city (East & West) which confirm on one obvious result which is that the Jerusalem's planer's aimed behind there polices of planning which they enforce on the Arabic Jerusalem to driving away the inhabitants of the old city of Jerusalem and its surrounding and replacement Jewish settler in there place so that they could in the end to build there claimed temple instead of Al-Aqsa mosque
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
