Abstract


This  thesis  aimed to  discuss and  highlight  the role of The  Palestinian Fund for the Compensation the Victims of Road Accidents  which  has been established   in accordance with  the  Act   95 of the year 1995. 

This act was issued by the president of the Palestinian Authority, and is one of the results of the Treaties which were signed by the Palestinians and the Israelis.

The Palestinian Fund for the Compensation the Victims of Road Accident is considered as a pillar of the Compulsory Insurance sector for vehicles in Palestine, and functions side by side with the Israeli Fund for the Compensation of Road Accident’s Victims (KARNIT). 


Through this study, military orders, which are still valid in the Palestinian territories, have been discussed.  In addition, the discussion dealt with Palestinian legislation and the Israeli legislation amendments, which followed the Palestinian- Israeli agreements. In referring to judicial precedents, present status for the rights of both sides victims, when demanding compensation from the Palestinian or the Israeli Fund.


The Insurance Law draft 2004 was discussed as to the   Palestinian Fund, its management, its resources and its co-operation with accident’s victims and the insurance companies, with reference to similar regimes in Morocco, South Africa.


The researcher also dealt with KARNIT (Israeli Fund   for the Compensation of Road Accident’s victims) regime, and its financing and management, and enclosed to the thesis translation from Hebrew into Arabic for the Israeli Law of Compensating Road Accident’s Victims of the year 1975 for the benefit of the reader. 

 In addition, the researcher took advantage of the opinions of the experts and the insurance professionals, not forgetting the chairman of the Insurance Companies Union, while those who are directly responsible of the Fund, didn’t show any kind of co-operation, with the researcher.


The questionnaire included items dealing with the need of the Palestinian Fund in the compulsory insurance sector and how suitable the converted rate (which is 17% from the compulsory insurance payments) for the Fund. In addition, it included the need for the amendment of the Palestinian-Israeli agreements, concerning the Fund and the need for the Fund to interfere in the case of Insurance companies, which are falling apart.

The recommendations detailed regarding the main points of the thesis, a brief of which as follows:

1- With reference to the converted rate for the Fund, from the compulsory insurance payments, it is better to reconsidered, thus decreased, and to be converted directly to the Fund.


2- The researcher suggests adding articles to the Insurance Law draft 2004, dealing with the management of the Fund.

3- The researcher suggests that the Fund should be submitted to supervision.

4- The researcher suggests adopting, even partially, the regimes applied in South Africa, as to obtaining the insurance payments, by way of a fuel levy in respect of all fuel sold within the Palestinian territories.

5- The researcher suggests increasing the budget of the Fund, through the detention of the vehicles, which caused the accident, not covered by the insurance.
