Summary
The Village and City in the Palestinian Contemporary Novel

(Ahmed Rafeeq Awad as an exemplar)
The study discussed the duality of the city and the village in the contemporary Palestinian novel, where it considered a vast controversial issue in the cultural mindset of the society, it sought to understand the size of their similarity as a two places situated geographically in different areas, as is the case in their route and mode as well, and the social and cultural dissimilarity between them.  Through tackling the differences between them by disclosing the internal destructive factors that hinder their consolidation and unification to face the state of targeting of the Palestinian place that exposed to marginalizing and deportation.

The study sought to explore the village – city duality in the novelistic text via Ahmed Rafeeq Awad's innovations, not only by describing a subject built-in in the novel but also as a technique that has its own effect in forming the text at an artistic level.  The novelistic experiment as crystallized by the author is based on variations that charectarized it contents and indications, the same is the case on the technical and pattern level, where his novels on this frame are deeply rooted inside the human being and the times framed them, next to being opened to the past and anticipate the future.  

The importance of this study lies in reaching some facts, such as the stediness and change of values through the author's selected novels, as his novels equalize the worlds of the village and the city, and grasp a psychological and philosophical ends to a verge that affected his innovations that externally pole apart, and the way it deals internally, even though, it sought to achieve the same goal, that is to assert unity and the Arabism of the Palestinian place.

The study contains an introduction, four chapters, an end, and a list of references and sources.  Chapter one tackled, the résumé of the author through three pivotals: the environment, the effects and sources of culture, and the novelistic position that the author occupy on the Palestinian novelistic map.  The second chapter, tackled  the duality of the village – city by similarity, and by bringing out and scrutinizing the differences between the two places. while the third chapter tackled the place being there in the novelistic text, beginning with its geography through mentioning the Palestinian place with its accurate and genuine name, portraying it in the rural areas and the city, and through its freightage and indication's knowledge, and legendary existentialism, and finally, the relation between the place itself, its history and with its inhabitants,  The fourth tackled, narration methods, and the difference between narration and the narrator of the village of that of the city, and disclosed the means and manners of the author in accepting the myth and its upshots in creating the world of the village.

The outcomes illustrated that surveillance difference between the village and the city as a geographically different places, where the village embodied the image of ignorance sympathy and quietness, whereas the city embodied the image of knowledge, noisiness and contradiction, thus inflicted on the dwellers of the place and left its effects obviously on them, and the difference became patent on the two patterns.  

As a consequence, the cultural and social difference between the two places is clear, but the significance might be considered the same, where the alteration and transformation are the common ground between them. The village has changed into a depository that is void of liaison and affiliation values, whereas the city became an open place without disciplines.

In addition, the study stated that architect art of then novelistic text came as a reflection to the duality of the author, the narration and its methods differ with the divergence of the physical and social structure of the city and the village, and are subject to the place's conditions that the novelistic text tackles.

Finally, hope this study could be as inciter to additional complementary studies, and aims at focusing on the author's role Even though his name is prominent one in the Palestinian novelistic scene, as his innovations erupt attractive questions related to his linguistic performance and the dominance of the bravery and strong voice.
